Administrative Content

The program is open to students and their parents. 1 day per week, 3 hours per meeting, for a 30 week program. Staff member will be paid at the SEA contracted instructional rate of $55, not to exceed $4500 for the 30 week program. Instructional salary funded from Title IIA 20-276-200-100-000-05. Additional funding will be provided for via NJEA FAST grant applied for by the staff member in conjunction with the SEA.
